Though the word trinffy is not found in the scriptures, today’s second reading includes the
apostolic greeting that begins the liturgy: The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, the love of
God, and the communion of the Holy Spirit be with you all.

than a doctrine, the Trinity expresses the heart of our faith: we have experienced the God
of creation made known in Jesus Christ and with us always through the Holy Spirit. We
celebrate the mystery of the Holy Trinity in word and sacrament, as we profess the creed,
and as we are sent into the world to bear witness to our faith.

God made the wild animals of the earth of every kind and the cattle of every kind
and everything that creeps upon the ground of every kind. And God saw that it was
good. *® Then God said, “Let us make humans in our image, according to our
likeness, and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of
the air and over the cattle and over ali the wild animals of the earth and over every
creeping thing that creeps upon the earth.” /5o God created humans in his image,
in the image of God he created them; male and female he created them.

*® God hlessed them, and God said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply and fill
the earth and subdue it and have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the
birds of the air and over every living thing that moves upon the earth.” # God said,
"See, 1 have given you every plant yielding seed that is upon the face of all the
earth and every tree with seed in its fruit; you shall have them for food. > And to
every beast of the earth and to every bird of the air and to everything that creeps
on the earth, everything that has the breath of life, I have given every green plant
for food.” And it was so. ! God saw everything that he had made, and indeed, it
was very good. And there was evening and there was morning, the sixth day.

*1Thus the heavens and the earth were finished and all their multitude. 2On
the sixth day God finished the work that he had done, and he rested on the seventh
day from all the work that he had done. ®So God blessed the seventh day and
hallowed it, because on it God rested from all the work that he had done in
creation. ¥ These are the generations of the heavens and the earth when they were
created.
